Notes: 

1.  Welcome new Sea Cadets Blackburn and Chapman.  Please introduce yourself to these new Sea Cadets.  

Welcome aboard! In addition, one of our x-Navy League (NL) cadets transferred into the Sea Cadet program 

after reaching the rank of LC-4, (Petty Officer Third Class).  As a result of his completing both the NL Orientation 

as well as the Advanced NL Orientation courses, plus his time in service as  NL'er, Sea Cadet Middleton is being 

promoted to Seaman Apprentice T (T for Temporary).  He still needs to complete the BMR correspondence 

course and attend RT to become a Seaman Apprentice [permanent].  All three of these new Sea Cadets can start 

working on their BMR lessons on the computer and turn in completed lessons to Warrant Officer Tift for 

grading.  Contact the ESO, (Warrant Officer Tift) should you have any questions on how to get started. 

  
2.  We also have three new NL'ers joining the unit.  All three are from the same family:  Erica, Christopher and 

Nathaniel Johnson. They are planning to attend their first drill in June. 

    
3.  The voting for the change of drilling dates from every other Saturday, to a once a month (Saturday/Sunday) 

drill was closer than I expected.  Based on those parents who voted, (as a trial basis during the summer months), 

we shall start our new drill schedule in June on Saturday, the 19th & Sunday,  20-JUN-10.  Granted there will be 

some cadets who will not be able to make it on the Sunday morning drill due to church or other family activities.  

However, since the parents are the ones who drive cadets to our drills, we must attempt to keep the majority of 

them happy with our drill schedule.  In addition, I am also changing the drill start time from 07:30 to 

08:30.  Naturally, this new start time stretches the drill to 16:30.   We shall see how these changes impact our 

drill attendance data, and make further course corrections in September. 

  
4.  There are still a few Sea Cadets who have completed both their RT last summer as well as their BMR, 

but have not requested nor contacted me regarding attending an Advance Training this summer.  Please get 

your inputs into me no later than 11-JUN-10, so that orders can be drafted the week prior to the next drill for 

the parents to sign.  In addition, NSCADM 020 medical forms must be re-signed by parents 30 days prior to the 

cadets' AT.  Keep in mind that several of the AT's announced in the Compass web site have been filled up and 

they are no longer taking requests for billets. 

  
5.  In addition, there are a few Sea Cadets who completed RT last summer, but have not completed their BMR 

lessons.   Cadets cannot attend an Advanced Training until they have completed both the BMR & RT.    

Now that school is almost out, please complete those remaining BMR lessons and turn them into WO Tift.  

  
6.  We have several color guard evolutions scheduled in the next month of so.  Parents - please mark 

your calendars:  28-MAY-10; NS Everett Open House (No Color Guard required for this event - open to all 

cadets), 31-MAY-10; Washelli National Cemetery, 23-JUN-10; Everett & Lake Washington Navy League 

Meeting/Dinner, and 25-JUN-10; NAS Whidbey Island Retirement Ceremony.
