Notes: 

1. We will muster at the NOSC aboard NS Everett and carpool to NAS Whidbey. It is about a 90 minute 

drive (58 miles). A map is provided on page 3. It is required that we are escorted aboard the Naval Air 

Station so we must all arrive at the same time. 

2. We did this last year and did not have any problems. We will explain the logistics for drivers who are 

helping out for the first time. 

3. Chow at NAS Whidbey is $4.20 for Cadets and $4.85 for staff, officers & chaperones 

4. Please note the late secure time – 1630 hours @ NS Everett. 

5. Commanders Cup is rapidly approaching. A seabag list will be provided. For all hands who are unfamiliar 

with a seabag and how to pack one the LPO is scheduling a non-mandatory άǎŜŀōŀƎ ǇŀǊǘȅέ. If you are 

interested in learning about seabags watch for more information. 

6. We will again carpool to Camp Cispus, check in begins at 1800 hours and the drive is about 90 minutes 

(without traffic). We can meet at a mutually agreeable central location to pick up cadets and gear and 

then travel to Randle, WA. 

7. Boot camp will be in Boise, ID this year in July. For cadets who want/need to go we will begin intensive 

training with a lot of homework to get you ready. Look up the PRT requirements for cadets your age and 

start doing your own physical fitness training. 

~ When in doubt about what, when, who or where contact the LPO, if not available contact the ALPO – 

follow the chain of command. 

~  “Recruit three – you get in free”. We can now take credit for recruiting three cadets in the same year to 

pay for your summer training. A free two-week training course (worth $270) is authorized upon signing 

up three new cadets.
